Beginning in 2023, in developing or revising the Lake 3

Okeechobee regulation schedule, the Secretary shall con-4

sider the effects of such schedule on the implementation 5

of the recreational use purposes of the Central and South-6

ern Florida Project (as defined in section 601(a)(1) of the 7

Water Resources Development Act of 2000 (114 Stat. 8

2680)), including such effects on recreation in Lake Okee-9

chobee, the Caloosahatchee River Estuary, the St. Lucie 10

River Estuary, the Indian River Lagoon, the Lake Worth 11

Lagoon, Florida Bay, and the Everglades. 12

Central and Southern Florida Project recreational use  Beginning in 2023, in developing or revising the Lake Okeechobee regulation schedule, the Secretary shall consider the effects of such schedule on the implementation of the recreational use purposes of the Central and Southern Florida Project (as defined in section 601(a)(1) of the Water Resources Development Act of 2000 (114 Stat. 2680)), including such effects on recreation in Lake Okeechobee, the Caloosahatchee River Estuary, the St. Lucie River Estuary, the Indian River Lagoon, the Lake Worth Lagoon, Florida Bay, and the Everglades.
