Page 6, after line 16, insert the following:
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(4) GAO REVIEW OF WAIVER OF INFORMATION

COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year
after the date of enactment of this Aect, the
Comptroller General of the United States shall
issue a report describing the benefits and poten-
tial risks associated with authorizing the waiver
of the information collection requirements de-
scribed in paragraph (3).

(B)  CONTENTS.

The report required
under subparagraph (A) shall include an assess-
ment of the extent to which a waiver described
in paragraph (3) would—

(1) affect the paperwork burden for in-
dividuals, small businesses, State, local and
tribal governments, and other persons;

(i1) affect the consistent application of
Federal laws relating to—

(I) privacy and confidentiality;
(IT) security of information; and
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1 (III) access to information; and
2 (i11) encourage or deter a State or
3 other entity from participating in the vol-
4 untary collection of information for the du-
5 ration of a major disaster or emergency.
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
